ENTRY POINTS 
Create Entry Points                 (To gather men) 
 
(Create Momentum) 
Initiate Entry-level events and opportunities for men to attend or get involved with other men.  Here are some 
examples: 
 

• Professional sporting events  (minor league baseball game, etc)    
• College Football Game 
• Breakfast—“Kick off” breakfast   Late August or Early Sept.  
• Golf Events    
• “Promise Keepers” or “Irons Sharpens Iron” Men’s Events 
• Seminar to touch felt needs—finances, fathering like “Great Dads,” etc. 
• Outdoor adventure like “White Water Rafting,” hunting, fishing, etc. 
• Father Son overnights 
• Men’s Retreat

MID-LEVEL COMMITMENT OFFERINGS   
(To connect men at a low-key level) 
(Capture Momentum) 
 
The two common mistakes following a good event are  
1) to do nothing or  
2) to attempt too much. 
 
Don’t let the momentum die, capture it and transition men into short term, low commitment study, or group. 
Find a way to “bridge” men from an event into connection with a few men.   
For example: a one-time commitment of to six weeks. Make sure it is an appropriate first step, a "second-
gear" kind of material that allows men to transition into the life of your church 
 
Note: Have a specific start and an ending date.  “We’re going to meet for 6 Tuesdays.”   
Men want an exit strategy.  They don’t want to fail or let others or themselves down.  They see things like this 
as a “project” to conquer.  Help them succeed by making it easy to see when it starts and when it ends.
